


What could the School Board’s

Equitly Policy Mean for my child?

- If your child speaks about what their faith teaches on homosexual activity

- If a teacher refuses to teach that homosexual activity is good and normal

- Policy to apply starting in Kindergarten

- Parents who want our schools to reflect the views of their culture and faith

- Labeling as “homophobic” or “heterosexist” those who are uncomfortable with
homosexual activity, or who support traditional marriage
